funding cuts went into effect on October first, the start

of the new federal fiscal year.

Given the depth of these anticipated funding cuts, West Central Missouri
Community Action Agency has restructured the delivery method for services in the
nine county area. Traditionally, WCMCAA has had a Community Outreach location in
each of the nine counties served by the agency. With restricted funds, WCMCAA
Community Services Unit has reduced staff and days of operation for County Outreach
locations.

It is the goal of WCMCAA not to abruptly end services that people needo,
there are many services that have been provided in the past that agency staff is doing
their best to transition either to another organization or streamline so that access is
available in a different way. For example, the agency is in the process of transitioning
Food Pantries in Hickory and Morgan Counties and planning to process all ron
emergency energy assistance applications in the central office with applications
available at various locations, odine and by mail.

e The lowincome suffer from a higher energy burden, paying 14% to
20% of their annual income for fuel bills (summer and winter)
compared with 4% for other households.

e Many households experience energy savings of
$300 or more per year, after the weatherization
work is completed.

e The measures installed improve the comfort and
safety of the home. These measures continue to
save money year after year, providing a lonrterm
solution to high energy bills for lowincome
families.
